1.  Stop & Shop A+ BonusBucks Points accrue with every purchase at participating
Stop&Shop stores when you use your card.  It even works with purchases made on-
line with Peapod by Stop&Shop.  The points earned each month determine a cash
total, which is credited to the school and a cash payment is made to Bement in the
spring. This year’s program runs October 8, 2010 through March 24, 2011.  Enroll
in person, or register your card online at www.stopandshop.com/aplus.
With A+ BonusBucks, you may attach more than one school to your card.

2. Box Tops for Education Visit www.boxtops4education.com for
details on participating products,coupons, and online shopping.  Then clip the
boxtop logo from your package – each one is worth 10¢ for Bement! Please
bring your boxtops to Mrs. Pennock, Ms. Doubleday or the PA mailbox in the
Admissions building.

Go to landsend.com/school, and select “Find Your
School’s Dress Code” at the bottom to see the list of eligible items and apply our
Preferred School number. Even if you purchase items, but choose not to have the
embroidery done, Bement earns 3%.
