□ Student Writing Sample (grades six through nine only)

□ Full evaluation and recommendations of Wechsler Intelligence Scale for Children (WISC-IV) (grades three through nine only).  If other testing (e.g. Woodcock Johnson III) has been administered for your child, please submit those results as well.
□ Personal Recommendation (optional)

□ ELL applicants may submit SLEP or TOEFL results (optional)

□ Please notify the Admission Office by January 1 if you need an application for financial aid. Instructions and forms are also available on our web site. (Financial aid is available for domestic applicants and is based on financial need.)
The Admission Committee looks for students who will benefit from and contribute to the life of the school. It is a priority of Bement to give preference to siblings of current students and to enroll a diverse student population. The deadline for day student applications (grade 1-9) is February 1 and decisions are made on or by March 10. Domestic boarding applications are considered on a rolling basis. International students should call the Admission Office for more information regarding application deadlines and decision notifications. Kindergarten decisions are made in late March and early April. Bement will consider late applications for all grades based on available space.
